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The South African Municipal Workers' Union (SAMWU) as an affiliate of COSATU fully endorses the 13th annual international Israeli Apartheid Week that will be taking place from the 6th-12th March. The aim of the week is to raise awareness of Israel's hostile and brutal policies against the indigenous Palestinians, it also serves to garner support for the growing boycott, divestments and sanctions campaign.
Israel cannot continue to act with utter impunity and blatant disregard for the rule of law, this is demonstrated through among others the continued construction of the settlements which have no legal validity, the continued expansion of the settlement industry is illegal under international law.
