Sheikh Yusuf Albaz, a prominent Arab Muslim religious preacher 

incited and encouraged violence against Jews at a mosque in the city 

of Lod in central Israel. 

Sheikh Yusuf Albaz, aged 63 is an imam at Lod’s Great Mosque.  

Albaz published social media posts that encouraged violence against 

police. In one clip shared by him, two people were shown murdering 

traffic police officers after getting a ticket. Albaz wrote: “The best 

way to deal with injustice.” 

He also admits to writing on social media that Arabs should "fight 

even if someone becomes a martyr every day", that he hopes to

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“Bring the dead on the Zionist Occupation" and that "Jews are 

terrorists".  

This type of incitement to violence by Arab Muslim figures against 

Jews is one of the root causes of violence that erupted in April/May 

2021.
