We also condemn the continuation of the Zionist occupation forces in building the apartheid wall that aims to expropriate more Palestinian lands and convert the occupied areas into shrinking cantons isolated from each other.

We support the right of the Palestinian people to self-determination, their right of return to live in freedom and dignity in a free Palestine, like all other people on earth.   We take the view that legitimate and moral right should prevail over illegal military might and aggression.

Responsible people of the world have therefore taken it upon themselves to call to attention this abomination, by mobilizing themselves in every part of the world and representing religious, humanitarian, and cultural backgrounds into a Global March to Jerusalem (GMJ).
