What does FOSNA say about Palestinian violence?
FOSNA does not condone any form of violence or terrorism—Palestinian, Israeli, American or other.

Following the teachings of Sabeel, FOSNA maintains that the primary way to discourage violence is to end conditions of injustice. It insists that all people, Israelis and Palestinians, should live in peace and security but that this is brought about by just relationships, not by repression of one people by another, which foments resistance.

FOSNA also notes that in the vast majority of cases, Palestinians are the victims, rather than the agents, of violence. For instance, in Gaza during the attacks from December 27, 2008 to January 18, 2009 (Operation Cast Lead), Israeli security forces killed 1,391 Palestinians while Palestinians killed five Israeli security personnel. (Other Israeli soldiers died in “friendly fire.”) In the four years following Operation Cast Lead (from January 19, 2009 to June 30, 2013) Israeli members of the security forces and civilians killed 523 Palestinians in the occupied territories (Gaza and the West Bank), while Palestinians were responsible for the deaths of 21 Israelis.
