The UN Special Rapporteur on the situation of human rights in the Palestinian territories occupied since 1967, Richard Falk, presented on 24 February 2014 his final report during the 25th session of the Human Rights Council. In the report Mr. Falk recommends that UN Member States should consider imposing a ban on imports of produce from Israeli settlements. 

The USG for Political Affairs, Jeffrey Feltman, briefed the Security Council on the situation in the Middle East, including the Palestinian question, on 25 February 2014. 

The Working Group of the Committee on the Exercise of the Inalienable Rights of the Palestinian People organized its third meeting on 24 February 2014.
