The UN Economic and Social Commission for Western Asia (ESCWA) published on 18 March 2014 a new infographic entitled The Israeli Occupation of Palestine, Security Council Resolutions and Fourth Geneva Convention. 

The UN Human Rights Council held on 24 March 2014 an interactive dialogue with Richard Falk, the Special Rapporteur on the situation of human rights in the Palestinian territories occupied since 1967. During the dialogue Mr. Falk introduced his final report to the Human Rights Council. On the same day, Human Rights Commissioner Navi Pillay told the Council that “Israeli settlement-related activities and settler violence are at the core of many of the violations of human rights in the West Bank, including East Jerusalem,” she also expressed concern at a recent surge in violence in and around the Gaza Strip by both local groups and Israeli forces.
