The Palestine Israel Ecumenical Forum (PIEF) announced on 5 January 2013 that the World Week for Peace in Palestine Israel will take place from 22 to 28 September 2013 under the theme "Jerusalem, the city of justice and peace”. Worship liturgies, advocacy resources, and other educational materials in support of the week will be available on the PIEF website. 

The Palestine Solidarity Campaign (PSC) is organizing an event hosted by MP Jeremy Corbyn in the Parliament on 15 January 2013 about Gaza four years on from Israel’s Operation Cast Lead: still under siege, still under attack. Palestinian Ambassador to the United Kingdom, Prof. Manuel Hassassian, together with MP Andy Slaughter and MP Sarah Teather will speak at the event. 
Israel and the Occupied Palestinian Territory

Adalah – The Legal Center for Arab Minority Rights in Israel; The Association for Civil Rights in Israel (ACRI); B’Tselem - The Israeli information center for human rights in the occupied territories; Gisha – Legal Center for Freedom of Movement; Hamoked – Center for the Defence of the Individual; Physicians for Human Rights – Israel (PHR-Israel); The Public Committee against Torture in Israel (PCATI); Rabbis for Human Rights (RHR) and Yesh Din issued a joint statement on 12 December 2012 to protest against the 11 December 2012 Israeli military incursion in three Palestinian civil society organizations. 

Addameer lawyer delivered on 19 December 2012 a message from three Palestinian prisoners detained in the Megiddo prison (Israel) that are on hunger strike since the end of November 2012 in protest of their administrative detention orders. The message calls on the international community to raise awareness of Palestinian prisoners’ conditions in administrative detention and intensify global efforts to stop such practice.

Al Haq produced in the aftermath of Israel’s “Operation Pillar of Defence” (December 2012) a short video setting forth testimonies of three Gaza Strip citizens. Through the video they retell the events that led to the destruction of their homes and the deaths of their family members.

The Boycott, Divestment and Sanctions movement (BDS) on 6 January 2013 issued its monthly Newsletter. 

Mossawa Center issued on 7 January 2013 a publication entitled The 2013 Israeli Elections and the Consequences for the Palestinian Arab Minority in Israel. The document covers events during the 18th Knesset, gives predictions for the composition of the 19th Knesset, and discusses how a more extreme right-wing government will affect the Palestinian Arab minority in Israel.

Palestinian agricultural organisations and the Palestinian BDS National Committee invite social movements, non-governmental organisations, trade unions and human rights campaigners to take creative and effective actions on 9 February 2013 in support of Palestinian farmers. Their call to action has been endorsed by several organizations including Boycott, Divestment and Sanctions National Committee, the Palestinian Farmers Union and the Stop the Wall Campaign. 

Palestinian Centre for Human Rights (PCHR) issued on 10 January 2013 its latest weekly report on Israeli Human Rights Violations in the Occupied Palestinian Territory (03- 09 January 2013). Their latest press release focusing on the Gaza blockade (3 January 2013) is available here. 

Popular Struggle Coordination Committee announced on 11 January 2013 the establishment of the new village of Bab Alshams in an area referred to by Israel as E1. 250 men and women from across Palestine built tents and brought equipment for long-term living. 
Middle East

The Human Spirit Project brought together on 10 January 2013 more than 150 people in Dubai to attend a fundraiser organised under the theme Recognizing Palestine. In collaboration with Traffic, Recognizing Palestine celebrated the resilience of the Palestinian spirit. Around £3,000 were raised for Medical Aid for Palestinians (MAP) through the sale of food items and CDs, as well as a silent auction of jewellery and canvas-printed photographs donated by local community artists. The event also offered the opportunity to write “Love Letters to Palestine”. 
North America

Churches for Middle East Peace and thirty-six Christian leaders of national denominations and organizations are calling upon President Obama to urgently redouble his efforts for meaningful progress in the realization of peace between Israelis and Palestinians. They issued a signing action that is available here.
